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Anotdcia:

Predstavy o spravodlivosti a ich umelecké stvarnenie v starej gréckej literature

Téma otvara literarno- a kultdrnohistoricky vyhlad na vztahy medzi predstavami o
prirodzenej spravodlivosti a umenim (literaturou) v gréckej antike. Vyznacuje sa
interdisciplindrnou orientaciou, predpoklada vhibenie sa do problematiky spravodlivosti
v gréckom ndbozenstve, vo filozofii, v kazdodennom sukromnom i vo verejnom Zivote

(v politike) a zasahuje do oblasti prdvneho myslenia v eurdpskej antike. Na jednej strane sa
tu z literdrnych pamiatok vychadza ako z dobou podmienenych fiktivnych/estetickych
dokumentov, svedciacich o rozmyslani antického ¢loveka nad dilemami spravodlivosti, na
druhej strane sa o nich uvazuje ako o estetickych formach, v ktorych ¢lovek antiky
formuloval svoje predstavy o spravodlivosti (bajka, tragédia atd’.).

Ideas of Justice and Their Artistic Representation in Ancient Greek Literature

The topic opens a literary and cultural-historical perspective on the relations between
notions of natural justice and art (literature) in Greek antiquity. The project is characterised
by an interdisciplinary orientation, as it presupposes an insight into issues of justice in Greek
religion, philosophy, everyday private and public life (politics), and also reaches into the field
of legal and meta-legal thought in European antiquity. On the one hand, the literary
monuments are taken here as time-conditioned fictional/aesthetic documents testifying to
ancient man's thinking about the dilemmas of justice; on the other hand, they are
considered as aesthetic forms in which ancient man formulated his ideas about justice (e.g.
fable, tragedy).
